Etymology
[Te.thy.bac'ter] N.L. pref. Tethy-, an arbitrarily formed prefix to refer to Tethys, the mother of the Greek oceanids,
and the sponge genus Tethya, the host of the first discovered members of this taxon; N.L. masc. n. bacter, a rod;
N.L. masc. n. Tethybacter, a bacterial genus referring to Tethys and discovered initially from the host Tethya
stolonifera
