Description
The sole genome representative of the species was recovered from a metagenomes from Washburn Spring,
Yellowstone National Park, Wyoming, USA. GC content is 51%. No terminal oxidases and the presence of the
Wood-Ljundahl pathway indicate that this species is likely a strict anaerobe.
